FELECTROSTATIC SPRAYER
UPDATE: Just prior to Christ-
mas, we requested donations to
help defray costs of a handheld
electrostatic sprayer together with
disinfecting tablets to last several
months. The price was around
$1000. Due the generosity of
some eleven people, donations were received totaling just
over $2000 which enabled us to purchase the larger back-
pack version which will greatly increase our ability to san-
itize larger areas quickly, efficiently and more thoroughly.
Our gratitude to these parishioners who are helping to
create an environment safer from the ongoing virus threat.
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STATIONS OF THE CROSS will not be
held during Lent this year due to the pan-
demic. Consider stopping by when the
parish is open to pray this noble Catholic
devotion in private. Booklets are available.

ROOFING UPDATE: In January, after a long
delay, the final section of new shingles was
installed on the parish roof. In approximately
one week larger gutters, gutter guards & new
downspouts will also be installed to help im-
prove water runoff. During installation, issues
with flashing, leaking and rotting plywood
were also discovered which increased the price
by about $6000, bringing the overall expense to
approximately $40,000. Thank you for your
continued financial generosity as we seek to
maintain our present parish building in safe
working order as well as look to future expan-
sion to accommodate our growing needs.

OUR GRATITUDE goes out to a family of Blessed
Trinity who donated over $2000 for the purchase
of a camera surveillance system for increased secu-
rity at the parish. Several cameras will be installed
inside & out to help to deter, detect & record any
suspicious criminal activity, helping to protect
both parishioners & our parish building. God
knows who you are & may He be abundant in His
blessings to you for your humble generosity.
