LA SANTISIMA TRINIDAD se estableci6 co-
mo una parroquia en 1975. Como no existia
ningun edificio en ese momento, los feligreses
se reunian en la Iglesia Grace Methodist en
Greer hasta que la construccion actual se
termino en 1985. La parroquia comenzé con
unas 40 familias. Actualmente, hay aproxi-
madamente 400-450. Se pago buena parte del
programa de la construccion original gracias
a la generosidad de Dolly Sullivan, quien dejo
su herencia a la parroquia cuando falleci6 en
1983. Que nos inspiremos también para
seguir esta misma generosidad y sacrificio a
medida que la parroquia busca crecer para
cumplir necesidades presentes y futuras.

LA FIESTA DE LA SANTISIMA TRINIDAD
fue instituida por el Papa Juan XXII en 1334. Sin
embargo, sus origenes como fiesta se remontan
al menos al siglo X en Lieja, Bélgica. Algunas de
las raices mas antiguas de una celebracion espe-
cial se pueden encontrar en los himnos, respon-
sorios, canticos y oraciones para recitarse los do-
mingos compuestos por Padres de la Iglesia en
respuesta a la Controversia Arriana en el siglo IV.

BAUTISMOS: Las platicas prebautismales se
imparten el primer jueves de mes a las 7pm. La
platica es para padres y padrinos. Por favor, hay
que inscribirse de antemano comunicindose con la
Oficina Parroquial.

CAMPANA BICENTENARIA: El total de familias
y/o0 individuos que han hecho compromisos es de
220. De este numero, unas 60 familias (27%) atn
no han hecho ninguna aportacion desde que
comenzo la Campaiia en julio del 2019. Esto
equivale a unos $160,000 del total de la promesa.
Mientras puede ser que ya no es posible cumplir
por completo con su compromiso inicial,
reevalie por favor este compromiso serio, ya que
cualquier expansion futura de la parroquia se
vera afectada directamente por los compromisos
incumplidos o solo cumplidos de forma parcial.

THE FEAST OF THE MOST HOLY TRINITY
was instituted by Pope John XXII in 1334. However,
its origins as a feast can be traced back at least to the
10th century in Liege, Belgium. Some of the earliest
roots of a special celebration can be found hymns,
responses, canticles and prayers to be recited

on Sundays developed by early Church Fathers in
response to the Arian Controversy in the 4th century.

BLESSED TRINITY PARISH was established as a
parish in 1975. As no building existed at the time,
parishioners met at Grace United Methodist Church
in Greer until the present construction was finished in
1985. The parish began with about 40 families. Present-
ly, there are approximately 400-450. Part of the origi-
nal building program was paid for thanks to the gener-
osity of Dolly Sullivan who left her estate to the parish
when she passed away in 1983. Let us also be inspired
to follow this same generosity & sacrifice as the parish
seeks to grow to meet present & future needs.

CATECHESIS: Registrations for Catechesis will begin
in the latter half of June. As last year, registrations
for classes will be done only online. A determination
will be made towards the end of August as to wheth-
er or not classes we will again be on a monthly basis
or we will return to weekly classes.

BICENTENNIAL CAMPAIGN UPDATE: As of April 217,
we have collected $149,291.59 of the total pledge amount
of $717,198.19 which began in July 2019. Total families
and/or individuals who have made commitments is 220.
Of this number, some 60 families/individuals (27%)
have as yet made no contribution since the campaign
began. This equals around ($160,000) of the total pledge
amount. While you may not be able to entirely fulfill your
initial pledge, please reevaluate this serious commitment
as any future parish expansion will be directly affected
by partially fulfilled pledges, unfulfilled pledges or no
pledges at all. Many thanks to all those who have been diligent
in this regard. Goodness is diffusive in and of itself and will re-
turn many times over to reward those generous with God’s gifts.

Feast of the Most Holy Trinity

«On her pilgrimage to full communion of love with God,
the Church appears as "a people made one with the unity
of the Father, the Son & the Holy Spirit". St Cyprian's
marvellous definition takes us into the mystery of the
Church, which has been made a community of salvation by
the presence of God the Trinity. Like the ancient People of
God, she is guided on her new Exodus by the pillar of cloud
by day &the pillar of fire by night, symbols of God's con-
stant presence.....As the Second Vatican Council says:
"The highest exemplar and source of this mystery is the
unity, in the Trinity of Persons, of one God, the Father &
the Son in the Holy Spirit". Although in the past this unity
has suffered the painful trial of many divisions, the
Church's inexhaustible Trinitarian source spurs her to live
ever more deeply that koinonia, or communion, which was
resplendent in the first community of Jerusalem... It is the
divine presence, then, which "sanctifies" the community of
believers "in the truth."

The loftiest sign of this presence is constituted by the litur-
gy, which is the epiphany of the consecration of God's Peo-
ple. In it there is the Eucharistic presence of the Body &
Blood of the Lord, but also "our "Eucharist”, that is to say,
our giving God thanks, our praise of him for having re-
deemed us by his death & made us sharers in immortal life
through his Resurrection. This worship, given therefore to
the Trinity of the Father & of the Son & of the Holy Spirit,
above all accompanies & permeates the celebration of the
Eucharistic liturgy. But it must fill our churches also and
the life of the Church. And precisely, "if we continue to
love one another and to join in praising the Most Holy
Trinity...we will be faithful to the deepest vocation of the
Church and will share in a foretaste of the liturgy of perfect
glory".... The one, holy, catholic & apostolic Church is the
People of God, the Body of Christ and the Temple of the
Holy Spirit. These three biblical images point to the Trini-
tarian dimension of the Church. In this dimension are
found all disciples of Christ, who are called to live it ever
more deeply & in an ever more intense communion.

In the Church, then, we find a magnificent epiphany of
Trinitarian glory. Let us therefore accept the invitation
which St Ambrose extends to us: "Rise, you who were lying
fast asleep.... Rise and hurry to the Church: here is the Fa-
ther, here is the Son, here is the Holy Spirit.”
