I have written to your pastors to recommend that masks be worn during Masses, and that we
take Communion in the hand, so that we are able to continue worshipping together. Also, I
strongly recommend that everyone who is eligible get vaccinated.

The Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith issued guidance on COVID-19 vaccines
determining that it is morally licit, that is, lawful and not forbidden, for Catholics to be
vaccinated against the virus.

Please continue to respect local ordinances and directives from the CDC and South Carolina
government officials, and take precautions as much as possible so that we may each do our
part to end this terrible disease.

I know that these are difficult times, and so I continue to pray for you and your families.
